The Midface Lift to
Correct Lower Lid
Malpositions

The midface has a close anatomical relationship with the lower eyelid.  When
the midface becomes ptotic, downward traction can exacerbate lower eyelid
malpositions.  Midface lifting can minimize this inferior traction, and also allows
for recruitment of anterior lamellae, reducing the need for full-thickness skin
grafts when repairing lower eyelid malpositions.

New advances in the management of facial nerve palsy patients have allowed
improved ocular protection as well as facial function in this challenging group of
patients.  We advocate supratarsal gold weight placement, suberiosteal midface
elevation with lower eyelid recession using a spacer graft to maximize ocular
protection.  Additionally, temporalis tendon transfer allows mid and lower face
elevation to optimize the functional and cosmetic results.  We will demonstrate
examples of this multi-step approach.

Orbital cellulitis is a serious, vision threatening infection that can occur in
children.  Most cases of orbital cellulitis arise from sinusitis.  The organisms
responsible for causing pediatric orbital cellulitis are evolving, with
Staphylococcus followed by Streptococcus species being the most common
pathogens. The occurrence of MRSA in pediatric orbital cellulitis is increasing,
and empiric antimicrobial therapy should be directed against these organisms if
they are prevalent in the community.
